Scholarships will be awarded to qualified minority students enrolled in an accredited full-time 
undergraduate or graduate program in the U.S.  
 
Eligibility Requirements:  
 
The Scholarship Program seeks to identify minority students who will make significant 
contributions consistent with the legacy of Pamela Hutchinson. Applicants must be residents 
of Miami-Dade, Broward, Palm Beach, St. Lucie or Martin Counties. They must also 
demonstrate academic excellence, exceptional leadership potential and be actively involved 
in their communities through service to others.  
 
Each year a student will receive: 

 Scholarship award of $2,000  
 
To be eligible, applicants must:  

 Be enrolled in a full-time undergraduate or graduate program in an accredited college or 
university in the United States at the time of award. 

 Applicant must be a sophomore, junior or senior in an undergraduate program or 1st or 
2nd year graduate student  

 Must have a minimum GPA of 3.5 

 Agree to attend the Scholarship Gala. 

 Agree to their name being used in future publicity for the Scholarship Program. 

 Be willing to submit an original essay written by the applicant

APPLICATION: 
Must be completed in its entirety to be eligible.   
 
ESSAY  
Essays should be no more than two pages, typed (double spaced, 12 point font) that 
addresses the topic below:

Florida, but by immersing herself in our community.  How will your college education allow 
you to contribute to the South Florida Community consistent with Pam’s legacy of service, 
diversity and a sense of purpose?  



 

Essays 
are reviewed "blind."

TRANSCRIPT(S)  
Official transcripts are required for all college coursework. Transcripts must be received 
stamped and sealed (no photocopies, computer printouts or faxes will accepted)

 Award recipient notification – November 1st
